AH 2060 - HISTORY OF AMERICAN ILLUSTRATION

Credits: 3

This course offers the beginning illustration student a broad view of the major personalities who influenced the illustration field. Examining
how past illustrators conceived and produced their artwork for the mass media, this course uncovers the roots of style and reveals the
singular philosophies that shaped the major avenues of illustration. Upon successful completion of this course, students will exhibit
increased skills and knowledge in reading, writing, and in employing analytical skills in evaluating the influences of the past in shaping
visual storytelling styles within American culture.
